CSC workshop surveys and needs survey suggested increased awareness of Career research tools, and
needs for multiple CSC services. Point of Service Career Survey was overwhelmingly positive

while meeting SLO criteria.

Career Conversation Series workshops were well attended and received positive feedback from workshop
participants. Students found the event assisted in connecting them to specific career fields, practical tools to
enhance their job search, and methods to reduce the stress related to not having a declared major.

The Career Networking Night, Job Fairs and Intern, Volunteer and Community Fair had very favorable
feedback provided by participants. Most of the employers which were surveyed at the Job Fair would attend
future job fairs, were satisfied with accommodations,efficient registration process and stated that the staff was
very friendly. We did score slightly lower on the Likard scale in perspectives dealing with the actual
candidates meeting the specific employers needs. The employer feedback seemed to suggest more focused
preparation of candidates in the area of soft skills. The Career Pathways: African American Perspective was
a very successful event where students had an opportunity to listen first hand to African American
professionals regarding their career journey and how they overcame many obstacles. A student evaluation
survey of the Career Networking event indicated that overall the time spent attending the Career Networking
was well spent, the information received during the panel presentation was beneficial and that the majority of
the students indicated the event was an opportunity to gain more insight into their field of interest.

Since the last Program Review, many positive changes have occurred to enhance the delivery of Career Services
at Skyline College. The Career Services Center as of August 2012-13 moved to it's new location in Building one
as a stand alone Center. The CSC new facility was instrumental in providing increased Career Services to a
larger group of students because of the increased room capacity and portable lap tops available for students to
use during scheduled workshops. Their is still a need to provide additional Career Counseling and assessment
interpretations to meet the demand of faculty requests and one to one counseling services.

-New staffing has been hired with the acquisition of a Employment/Internship Program Services Coordinator for
the CSC as of February of 2014.

- A line item CSC Budget has begun and is on-going. We were awarded $40,000 one time funding this year to
assist us in meeting the current demands of an expanding Career Services Center.

- Efforts have begun in providing more comprehensive employment and Internship opportunities. A Medical
Externship Program with California Pacific Medical Center has been very successful in providing our students with
experiential learning and career exploration in a hospital setting.

- The reading Partners Internship received a Presidents innovation award to begin it's efforts in providing students
at Skyline an opportunity to serve as tutors for elementary school children testing at below grade level reading
skills. The program was successfully launched in October 2013 and was featured in the 2014 Presidents
Breakfast video.

CSC has impacted
a greater number of students however it has had an effect on our individual counseling appointments. ( See
attached graph) We have increased the level of collaborative activities with Career Technical Education,
Transfer Center, Center for International Trade and Development,Learning Communities, Learning Center,
Athletes,Groves Scholars, Environmental Science, Financial Aid, Cooperative Education, DRC,EOP, and the
Health Center.
