· Why did we choose this topic:

· Only research conducted so far was on placement “outcome” –  Identified which courses students placed in the English, Math and ESOL and from what high schools

· Why did you think they came out this way?
· The results appear to show several perceptions:
· 1) less than 10% felt that they were fully prepared for the placement test while 25% felt they were least prepared.  This indicates that students do not take our placement process seriously.  

· 2) More students (72%) completing the English placement were more satisfied with their results than students completing the Math (51%) placement.

· Overall 1/3 (36%) were satisfied with the placement test experience

· The leading factors that affected the testing experience were:

(24%) Lack of Study

(21%) test anxiety

However, 31% indicated “nothing’ affected their testing experience.

· Any implications for the college?
· We need to communicate more effectively with the high schools about the importance of the placement process and how important it is to encourage and provide support (in collaboration with the high schools) to students in enhancing their preparation for the placement process.

· Limitations
   Some of the questions need “refining” to allow better/more meaningful responses from the student participants.  Besides sharing this information with the high schools we should also “survey” how the high schools perceive the enrollment process in general, and in particular, the placement process so that we can find ways to work with our high school colleagues to strengthen and enhance the transition from high school to college.
